2. No purchase or internet access is necessary. A 
purchase will not increase your chance of winning. 
 

3. The contest is open to Riding for the Disabled 
Association (RDA) Groups, Volunteers and 
Participants of all ages. If you are under 18, you 
must have permission from your parent or legal 
guardian.  
 

4. The Horse or Pony nominated must be owned by 
RDA or on full loan, and used primarily for such 
work (70% of workload must be for RDA) and 
permission from the owner of the horse or pony 
must be granted.

6. The Sponsors of the Contest are RDA and Breyer

7. The RDA/Breyer Contest (“Contest”) begins 1st 
March 2009. Entries must be received by RDA by 
30th June 2009. The Promoter is not responsible 
for lost, late, illegible, or incomplete postage due or 
misdirected entries. Proof of posting or proof of 
submission of e-mail is not proof of entry. 
 

8. Groups, Volunteers or Participants may make any 
number of entries but the number of nominations 
per horse/pony will not increase chances of 
winning.  
 

9. Limit one winner or runner-up per Group, Volunteer 
or Participant. 
 

10. The Contest is open to all legal residents of the UK. 
Employees of Reeves International, Inc., Breyer UK 
LLC and RDA are not eligible to enter. Void where 
prohibited by law. 
 

11. All entries become the property of RDA and Breyer 
Animal Creations, a division of Reeves International, 
inc. (“Sponsors”), and may be used or reproduced 
without additional consent or compensation, and 
will not be acknowledged or returned. Each entrant 
agrees that following submission of his or her entry, 
copyright in the entry and in any images and 
photographs they have personally taken will transfer 
to the Sponsors. Each entrant waives any moral 
rights the entrant has in respect of his or her entry 
and images and photographs supplied. 

12. By participating in the Contest, the prospective

Failure to sign and return the Release Agreement in 
this period will result in disqualification and selection 
of another Winner.
